Please do not pull into the bus lane, as you could be
liable to be fined. Alternatively, you can take either a 296 or 66 bus from the North Street bus stop to get to Newbury Park
Station.

We will be returning to Newbury Park Station for 2.15pm-2.30pm. Please arrange for your child to be collected by yourselves or
a named person on their collection list from Newbury Park at this time.

Please provide your child with a packed lunch in a plastic bag with their name written clearly on it — please no special water
bottles or lunch boxes, as we will not be bringing any of the bags home. Please follow the school's guidelines and avoid foods
containing nuts.

Children will be expected to wear their usual school uniform but will be able to wear trainers or comfortable walking shoes.
Please ensure that your child wears a raincoat with a hood. If it is a particularly warm day, please make sure you apply sun
cream before the trip, as members of staff are unable to do this for health and safety reasons.
